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1 Overview

*New GGS: A server installed with GPRS Gateway Software.
*GDT: A GPRS Data Terminal

Your PC will become a New GGS server when you start New GGS (New GPRS Gateway Software). 
New GGS is a middleware to manage and maintain a large number of GDTs (GPRS Data Terminals). 

The structure of New GGS is shown as below.  The numerous User’s AP can access GDT through the 
New GGS server. 

The disc in the package contains the opened GGS API in DLL ýles. You may use those API to write your 
own GGS as your desire, or you may intergrate your GGS with your software. Please refer to the API 
User’s Manual for details.

ATTENTION

Please make sure GGS is active and connected to the Internet, or the GDTs canôt 
link back to the server.

For the optimal performance, please make sure your PC or notebook meets the following system 
requirements.

1. Operating System: Windows 2000/Windows XP/Windows 2003/Windows Vista
2. CPU: Intel Celeron 2.0GHz minimal
3. HD: 20GB minimal
4. Memory: 256MB minimal
5. LAN port: 10/100MBPS
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2.1 New GGS Installation

The disc in the package contains GGS folder with New GGS for Windows, and API Library. 

2 Software Installation

GGS folders conatain GGS-Window. You can copy the folder to the PC, and double click the  icon to 
start GGS-Window.

2.2 TCP Port Availability Checking

New GGS need one TCP Port to connect with GDTs. You can select the port you prefer when you set up 
the GDTs via Console Utility. It is recommended to check the availability of TCP Port before setting up 
the GDTs.

You can follow the procedures below to check the availibality of the TCP Port.

1. Click Start,  choose Run and type “cmd” to open the command program.

2. Type “netstat -a” to list down the ports that are in use, and check if the TCP Port you choose is 
occupied.

ATTENTION

Please make sure your IP address is ýxed and public IP. The IP address and Port in 
the GDT and GGS must be identical.
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3.1 To Run GGS

Plese double click the GGS-Window icon to start New GGS.

3.2 To Conýgure GDT via GGS-Windows

When you start the GGS-Windows you will see the window and the GGS icon will show up in the 
toolbar.

3 GGS-Windows
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Start-up Server: To start the server you select the TCP port.

Shutdown Server: To close port and shutdown the server.

Set TCP Port: To select TCP port for server, the default is 
30002. theTCP port in the GDT and GGS have to be identical. 
After you set up the TCP port, please start-up server.

Save Box Conýg: To save the conýguration of the box to the 
GDT.cfg in the conýg folder.

Exit: To close GGS.

A. Basic Function of GGS-Windows

Version: To show the version of GGS that you are using.

Error Code: To show the list of Error Code.

Data Base: To collect the data from GDTs in the Access 
format.
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When you click right your mouse in the GGS windows, the command list will be listed down. 

View: to select the list view of GDTs, you choose report, list, icon 
and small icon. 

Send Data: if you’ve set your GDT with GPRS output channel, 
you can use send to or receive from data from Com1 of GDT. You 
can choose the data in API format or in Access format.

Set Config: to configure the GDT remotely like using Console 
Utility with GDT connected with Null modem.

Reg. New Box: Add and register a GDT to  the server. 

Unreg. Box: to delete and unregister a GDT from the server.

Ping Connect: to check whether the GDT is connected to the 
GPRS network.

Reboot Box: to restart the GDT.

Adjust R. T. C.: to conýgure the Real Time Clock remotely.

Polling I/O Pins: to test the status of digital inputs and relay output. 

Pull Output Pins Status: to change the state of relay output.

Firmware Upgrade: to upgrade the GDTôs ýrmware remotely.

When the warning window with error code number jump out, such as the following example, you can 
ýnd what the number refer to in the error code list.

C. GDT Management

The GGS for  GV-511 has no limitation for number of GDT. You can manage your GDT and see their 
status as following procedures. 

a. To Startup GGS and Add or Remove the GDT to the GGS

1. Set up the TCP Port. The default is port 30002. You can choose the port you prefer, but make sure the 
setting of GDT is the same. 
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2. Start up the server, and the down left corner will show the server status and the port number.  

3. Drop down the function list and choose Reg. New Box. Key in the Box ID, and click OK.
